REQUEST 

Complainants respectfully requests the Hearing Examiner for clarification of Order 

7084i: 

A. That the Order to refile testimony guidelines paragraph 39(b) "Testimony is not to 

contain any comments or dialogue of Complainants' attorney" does not prevent 

Complainants from: 

a. Prefacing various sections of the testimony with subheadings to make it easier 

to fmd portions of the testimony relating to various matters like: 

i. MONTANA'S RATE BASE LAW EXPLAINED BY ITS AUTHOR 

ii. RECOMMENDED REMEDIES, or 

iii. [Proof of Complaint 1111 8 -10.) 

b. Prefacing testimony with a statement that the testimony is under oath so that it 

will be considered sworn for purposes of its use before any reviewing body; 

and 
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I c. Prefacing a question with a statement about what the following question will 

2 address as is often done in trial questioning like the following: 

3 i. Q. Let's move to your objections about wbat you are being 

4 cbarged for Iigbting your alley. From Complainants' Exbibit 8, 

5 page 110, can we tell wbat tbe montbly ownership cbarge and total 

6 bill was in June of 2009 tbat NortbWestern Energy billed Billings 

7 for street ligbt service to SILMD # 162? [Underlined sentence is 

8 the preface, which is not attorney testimony.] 

9 BRIEF SUPPORTING CLARIFICATION REQUEST 

10 Testimony in past PSC testimony has contained headings and subheadings. They are not 

II made for the purpose of proof, but solely to alert the reader concerning the content to follow. 

12 While Complainants realize witnesses will be sworn at the time testimony is presented 

13 during the hearing stage, Complaints wish their testimony to be in affidavit form for use in 

14 various pre-hearing stages or in any other stage of the proceedings involving judicial review of 

15 issues prior to actual administrative hearing. Putting the witness under oath satisfies law 

16 contending witness statements may not be considered in judicial proceedings unless under oath. 

17 Prefacing testimony with sub-headings, administration of an oath, or introductions to 

18 what is to follow in pre-filed written testimony does not violate Rule 3.7 of the Montana Rules of 

19 Professional Conduct because those things are not attorney testimony. 

20 If the Hearing Examiner determines otherwise, please state your reasons for so ruling. 

21 Otherwise, please verify our understanding prior to when Complainants refile their direct 

22 
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testimony.
