This document summarizes certain provisions of the Qwest Retiree and Inactive Health Plan, now due to the
merger, the CenturylLink Retiree and Inactive Health Plan, which changed effective January 1, 2012. This
document is intended only as a state filing compliance document and it is not intended to be a participant
communication. If there is any conflict between the terms of the Plan documents and this document, the terms of
the Plan documents will govern. The following is effective January 1, 2012:

Applicable to All Legacy Qwest Retirees

1. The Plan for Retirees and Inactive Participants remains an Exempt Health Plan under the Patient
Protection and Affordable Care Act; merger of the Retiree Health Plans

The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010 ("PPACA”) was signed into law March 2010. A health
care plan that provides benefits to fewer than two active employees is exempt from PPACA and therefore, is not
required to comply with changes under PPACA. The benefit options that pertain solely to the Legacy Qwest Post-
1990 Management, Post-1990 Occupational, ER0'92 and Pre-1991 retirees and certain other retirees and
inactive participants meet these requirements and are not subject to PPACA. Starting January 1, 2012, the
benefits options that are available to retirees and inactive participants under the Qwest Retiree and Inactive Plan
and the CenturyLink Health Plan were merged and renamed and are known as the CenturyLink Retiree and
Inactive Health Plan.

2. New Plan Administrator and New Benefit Administrators

* New Plan Administrator The new Plan Administrator of all the Company-sponsored benefit plans is the
CenturylLink Employee Benefits Committee (“EBC”). EBC can be contacted at: CenturylLink Employee Benefits
Committee, c/o Centurylink, Inc. 805 Broadway Street, 8th Floor, Vancouver, WA 98660.

Applicable to Legacy Qwest Post-1990 Occupational, ERO’92 and Pre-1991 Retirees

1. Health Plan Service Area Changes Eligibility to participate in a particular benefit option is based on their
home ZIP code

2. Kaiser MidAtlantic The HMO, Kaiser MidAtlantic, is no longer an available benefit option for those who live in
Maryland, Virginia or Washington, DC. The default coverage is the PPO option available based on the new service
area.

3. Some HMO Benefit Options May Have Copay and Benefit Changes Some HMO benefit options copays and
benefits may have changed.

Applicable to Legacy Qwest Pre-1991 Retirees

1. Elimination of Medica Network Benefit Option Medica is no longer available to Pre-1991 Retirees in Minnesota
North Dakota, South Dakota or western Wisconsin,. This optional health plan benefit coverage that was voluntarily
made available was not part of the Pre-1991 Guaranteed coverage and is no longer be available to those participants
who previously chose to Opt-in to the Medical Occupational Network benefit option.

Applicable to Legacy Qwest Post 90 Occupational Retirees

1. New Plan Administrator and New Benefit Administrators
* Medical Highmark (Blue Cross Blue Shield) will be the administrator for the PPO benefit option in the
following states: California, Idaho, Indiana, Michigan, Montana, New Jersey, North Carolina, North Dakota,
Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Virginia, Washington, and
Wyoming. UnitedHealthcare and Medica are the administrators for the PPO in the remaining states.
2. Monthly Contribution Changes The Retiree Health Care Annual Cost Cap is fixed and all costs for retiree
healthcare that exceed these Caps are the responsibility of Post-1990 Occupational retirees (including COBRA
and Inactive Participants).

Applicable to Legacy Qwest Post 90 Management Retirees

1. Plan Design Change to Group Health Plan Coverage for Medicare-eligible Participants - Availability of
HRA and individual policies, New Advisor: Extend Health

* Medicare eligible Participants: Centurylink no longer provides group healthcare coverage for Medicare-eligible
retirees and their dependents except for a Health Reimbursement Account (HRA). These retirees are eligible to
participate in a Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) which they can use to purchase individual Medicare
Supplement, Medicare Advantage and/or Medicare Prescription Drug coverage with the help and support of
Extend Health.

Note: This does not apply to retirees who reside outside of the United States.

2. New Dependent Definitions and Eligibility Requirements

* Requirement to Declare Dependents Retirees must declare (meaning they must name and verify) all
dependents who they may consider enrolling now or in the future. If they did not declare a dependent during 2012
Annual Enroliment, they are not allowed to cover him or her at any time in the future under the Plan. The retiree
cannot add a new dependent to the Plan at anytime on or after January 1, 2012 if they did not declare them timely
by December 30, 2011. A new dependent for this purpose is defined as a person that was not their declared
eligible dependent on or before December 30, 2011 (even if their eligible dependent was not enrolled on their
healthcare plan).

* Domestic partners May cover declared same or opposite sex domestic partners and may cover

declared children of their domestic partner even if they didn’t cover their domestic partner under the Plan. If they
did not declare their domestic partner during 2012 Annual Enroliment, they are not allowed to cover him or her at
any time in the future. They may not add a new dependent to the Plan at anytime on or after January 1, 2012 if
they did not declare them by December 30, 2011.

* Class Il Dependents These retirees are no longer able to cover Class Il dependents. Coverage for Class i
dependents ended on December 31, 2011. Class Il Dependents were provided a continuation of coverage packet
through COBRA.

3. New Coverage Categories There are four new coverage categories: retiree only, retiree and spouse/domestic
partner, retiree and child{ren) and retiree and family.

4. Suspending and Waiving coverage

» Suspending coverage If a retiree was enrolled in medical and/or dental coverage under the Plan, the retiree
has a one time opportunity to suspend coverage and still be able to enroll in the Plan at a later date.

» Waiving coverage If a retiree has waived coverage under the Plan or coverage is canceled

due to non-payment or late payment, the retiree will not be able to elect coverage at a later date.

5. Medical Plan Updates — Non-Medicare eligible Participants

» Monthly Contribution Changes

* New Plan Designs and New ID Cards

* The High Deductible Health Plan benefit option (HDHP) is no longer available after December 31, 2011. A new

medical benefit plan option, the Consumer Driven Health Plan (CDHP), became available. If they enroll in the
CDHP, CenturyLink funds a Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) benefit based on

their coverage election.

» The No-Network option was replaced by the Virtual Network option. If they live in the United States, they will
receive benefits at the in-network level if eligible for the Virtual Network. If they live outside of the United States
and are not Medicare eligible they will be eligible for the Virtual PPO Option.

* HMOs HMOs are no longer available as a benefit option.

» Health Plan Service Area Changes

* Medica will administer the PPO in two areas: Western Wisconsin and Minnesota.

+ UnitedHealthcare will administer the PPO in the remaining states.

« Medica will administer the CDHP options in four states: Western Wisconsin, Minnesota, North Dakota

and South Dakota.

+ UnitedHealthcare will administer the CDHP in all other states.

* Copay and Coinsurance Changes There were some changes to copays and coinsurance.
